FLASHCARD ASSIGNMENT – (10 points)

There are 30 filled in cells in the table below.  You will make 30 flashcards, one for each filled in cell.  (Do nothing with the blank cells).  On the front (unlined) side of each flashcard, write the expression that is shown in one of the cells below.  Use a heavy, dark marker.  Write neatly.
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Flashcards may be no smaller than 2.5 x 3 inches (half an index card) and must be made out of index cards. 

On the backside of the flashcard in the upper left corner write the answer.  Answers should be written in pencil, so that they won’t show through the card.  Answers cannot be written in decimal form.  
On the bottom of this document, there is a scoring rubric.  Cut off the rubric with scissors and write your name on it.  Turn in your flashcards fronted with the rubric bearing your name.  All your flashcards must be oriented in the same direction and the same size.  You may turn them in rubber-banded together, in a binder clip or in a zip-lock style baggie.  

Your teacher will not supply any materials for this assignment.

Some hints for success on this assignment:

If you buy 100 three-by-five cards or larger, you can cut them in ½ and share with a friend.

Practice your flashcards at least once a day for 21 days.  This will help you memorize the number facts.
